If you are planning to enroll in EDUC 591 Student Teaching for spring 2009, please complete the enclosed Student Teacher Information Sheet and return it to the Post-Bac Office  not later than October 1, 2008.  

All file requirements must be received and all Praxis exams passed by the September 13, 2008 test date in order to be eligible to register for spring student teaching.  Please note that the background check requirement has changed.  A TBI fingerprint background check performed through Cogent is now required. Please contact the Post-Bac office for details and to check the status of other requirements.
All students are required to enroll in the student TEA.  You will need to be prepared to enroll at the student teacher orientation this fall. 

If you choose NOT to enroll in EDUC 591 for spring 2009, please be aware of the following coursework requirements for a delay in student teaching as noted in your Post-Bac Handbook.
 Students who do not enroll in student teaching immediately following the completion of Post-Bac coursework (EDUC 571), must notify the Post-Bac office of one of the following exceptions at the beginning of each semester in which student teaching is delayed.  Failure to pass Praxis exams is not an exception to this rule.
· Enrollment in one of the additional Master’s level courses needed to complete their Master’s degree.

· Enrollment in coursework related to undergraduate deficiencies. 

A MAXIMUM of 2 academic years (6 semesters including summer enrollment) may elapse between the completion of EDUC 571 and enrollment in EDUC 591 (Student Teaching).  After that time period, the student may be required to complete additional academic coursework before being admitted to student teaching.
Also, it is the responsibility of each student to notify the Post-Bac Office of the intention to student teach and inquire about updates or changes.  Notifying the Post-Bac Office after October 1st may result in the delay of student teaching  an additional  semester.
