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     The University’s response to the health care needs of the people of the region and the need for nursing education resulted in the establishment of the Associate of Science in Nursing (ASN) degree program at Lincoln Memorial University (LMU) in 1974.  As a reflection of the changing health care needs and national nursing trends, LMU began a BSN Program in 1987 with an RN-BSN Option.  LMU began the Master of Science in Nursing (MSN) program with one concentration: Family Nurse Practitioner (FNP) in 2006; Nurse Anesthetist (NA) was added in 2008; and in Spring 2011, Psych Mental Health Nurse Practitioner (PMHNP) commenced. In Fall 2010, LMU initiated its first class in the Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN) Option. These programs were founded on the belief that nursing is a service profession, which aims to assist individuals to attain, maintain, or regain their optimum level of wellness through application of the nursing process.

Accreditation 
 Lincoln Memorial University is accredited by the Commission on Colleges of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools to award associate, baccalaureate, masters, specialist and doctorate degrees. Admission Process*
     Applicants must be accepted to the University before formally applying for admission to the Caylor School of Nursing.  Admission to the University does not guarantee that a student will be admitted to the nursing program.
     Admission to the nursing program is competitive.  Factors considered in the admission process include:  high school GPA, cumulative college GPA, ACT/SAT scores, GPA in required general studies courses, number of repeat courses and withdrawals, and grade improvement over time.
     Entry into ASN, BSN, and MSN programs includes (but is not limited to):  1) a physical examination with required lab tests and immunizations, 2) Healthcare Provider (must include infant, child, and adult) CPR certification, 3) a negative chain of custody urine drug screen, and 4) completed and signed Student Essential Functions form.
