Foundations of Osteopathic Medicine (Third 
Edition), featured to the left, is a work pub-
lished under the auspices of the American Os-
teopathic Association. A contributor to this 
recent publication is Dr. Michael Wieting, Pro-
fessor of Osteopathic Principles and Practices

The article begins with a case vignette of a 31-

Her past medical and surgical history, medications, allergies, social history, known ill-
nesses and other possible symptoms were all discussed and listed within the case vi-
gnette.  A thorough medical examination was then  recorded, and the largest amount 
of unusual pain or tenderness was recorded within the musculoskeletal/structural sys-
tem.   
 
There was then a differential diagnosis featured in the article, including a workup and 
interpretation.  A table shows the differential diagnosis of myalgias in parts, listing me-
chanical/degenerative conditions, infectious conditions, inflammatory conditions and

Dr. Eugene Offoha, Assistant Professor of Accounting, recently passed the Certified 
Fraud Examiner exam and earned the CFE credential denoting proven expertise in 
fraud prevention, detection and deterrence. CFEs are trained to identify the warning 
signs and red flags that indicate evidence of fraud and fraud risk. CFEs around the 
world help protect the global economy by uncovering fraud and implementing proc-
esses to prevent fraud from occurring in the first place. To become a CFE, an individual 
must pass a rigorous test on the four major disciplines that comprise the fraud exami-
nation body of knowledge: Fraud Prevention and Deterrence, Fraudulent Financial 
Transactions, Fraud Investigation, and the Legal Elements of Fraud.

Lincoln Museum Teams up with the American Red Cross  

At the request of the American Red Cross, a partner-
ship of Civil War-related sites across Tennessee, in-
cluding Lincoln Memorial University, began the proc-
ess of researching a variety of humanitarian efforts 
with reference to actions during the Civil War.  The 
American Red Cross chose Lincoln Memorial Univer-
sity to be a part of this project based upon our con-
nection with the humanitarian efforts of President 
Abraham Lincoln.

3. The third segment includes dramatic images of Civil War-era prison camps.  The 
lessons for this segment are based on re-designing the horrible prisoner of war 
camps, Andersonville (Confederate) and Elmira (New York).  Students are asked to 
redesign either camp to provide a more humane situation for the prisoner popu-
lation in the context of the Civil War.  Also included in the segment is a short vo-

drink, bathe their wounds, or obtain assistance from physicians.  Medical personnel 
from both sides used the pond to cleanse wounds and medical equipment.  Tradition-
ally and/or by agreement, both sides tried not to attack medical sites.  This predated 
the Lieber Code and also the Geneva Conventions, but was indicative of the humane 
elements recognized as important to both North and South.  Additional segments will

One up-
coming event related to the project includes a flag presentation ceremony during the

the University will be presented with a flag flown over the International Red Cross of-
fice in Washington, DC.  Dr. Dawson will be accepting the Red Cross Flag on the 
16th.  Plans are for the flag to be raised and flown that day, then put in safe keeping in

Some workshops include two half-day Teacher Workshops on campus, which are 
funded by the recent grant that the Kingsport Red Cross office recently wrote and re-
ceived.  The workshops will be made available to educators throughout Tennessee and 
other areas of the country working on similar projects.  The workshops are planned for 
June and October.  The Museum is working with Dennis J. Smith from the Education 
Department to coordinate the workshops.   
 
The Museum will also design and develop an exhibit (to open on April 15th) centered 
on our Army ambulance that includes information about the Lieber Code and the de-
velopment of the American Red Cross by Miss Clara Barton.  The Kingsport Red Cross 
office is currently searching for an armband worn by individuals working on the battle-
fields to help the wounded and other items for the exhibit.  Several images of Clara 
Barton from our  Archives have been scanned by Michelle Ganz (Archivist) for the ex-
hibit.  And also from our collection, an original Sanitary Commission Bulletin from 1864 
is planned for inclusion in the exhibit if it is not deemed too fragile.  If so, then a copy 
would be placed in the exhibit. 

 

This appears to be only the beginnings of the prosperous relationship that has been

According to NSF, all 

proposals are evaluated using the 

three NSB-approved criteria: intel-

lectual merit, broader impacts, and 

whether it is considered to be 

transformative research. About 96

evaluated by external reviewers as well as by NSF staff. The remaining proposals fall 

under special categories that are, by NSF policy, exempt from external review and may 

be internally reviewed only. Program officers identify potential reviewers using a vari-

ety of sources including their own knowledge of the discipline, applicant suggestions, 

references attached to proposals, published papers, scientific citation indexes and 

other similar databases, and input from other reviewers. Once chosen, participation in 

the peer review process is voluntary. However, it brings with it increased familiarity 

with NSF programs, knowledge of the state of research and education nationally, and 

increased awareness of elements of a competitive proposal. Congratulations to Dr. 

Caldwell!
