It is a 

history of a famous offensive during the Petersburg campaign of the 

Civil War.

Defeat (University of North Carolina Press, 2009), has been awarded 

the Richard Barksdale Harwell Book Award by the Atlanta Civil War 

Round Table.  Dr. Hess will present a paper to that organization on  

November 9, 2010.   

 

On Oct. 7, 2010, he gave a presentation on "Soldier Life in the Trenches at Petersburg," to the  

Milwaukee Civil War Round Table.  He gave the same presentation  to the Chicago Civil War Round  

Table on October 8, 2010.  He was also on a virtual book signing episode on the internet with the  

Abraham Lincoln Bookshop on Saturday, October 9, 2010, for Into the Crater.
