Lincoln Memorial University reserves the right to adjust at any time its Initial Teacher Licensure Undergraduate Program requirements to comply 
with changes mandated by the State Board of Education. Note: In order to graduate in four years (eight regular semesters) the student must 
average passing 16/17 hours per semester. Courses with * must have a grade of C- or better.  

Please note: All Students in teacher licensure programs are required to apply for admission to the teacher licensure program while enrolled in EDUC 290, 
The Teaching Profession. Students will begin taking Praxis II exams near the end of the Junior year. Formal Admission is required prior to enrolling in EDUC 
480, Pre-Clinical Experience. All Praxis II requirements and program criteria must be met prior to registration for EDUC 497, Enhanced Clinical Practice and 
Seminar.
